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To style the headline:

1. Write a style rule that selects the headline class. Set the font family to Arial
and use font substitution to ensure that Arial, Helvetica, or the default sans-
serif font applies.

.headline {font-family: arial, helvetica, sans-serif;}

2. Add more properties to the rule. Set the font size to 2.5 times the size of the
default font. Set text align to center and set the line height to 2.5 em.
Because this style rule is more complex, you can place the properties on sep-
arate lines to make the rule easier to read, as shown in the following code:

3. Finally, set the letter spacing to .25 em to provide extra white space between
the headline letters to make the headline more legible. Note the closing curly
bracket is now on its own line.

Styling the Subhead

The subhead mimics the headline style, but on a smaller scale. It also uses Arial as the
primary font family, with Helvetica and sans-serif as substitutes.
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To style the subhead:

1. Write a style rule that selects the subhead class. Set the font family to Arial
and use font substitution to ensure that Arial, Helvetica, or the default sans-
serif font applies.

.headline {font-family: arial, helvetica, sans-serif;

2. Set font size to 1.5 times the default font size. Set text align to center and set
the line height to 1.75 em, as shown in the following rule:

Styling the Body Copy

The body copy is the article text in the columns. This text is displayed using the
browser’s default font. You will write a style rule to enhance the legibility of the text.

To style the body copy:

1. Write a style rule that selects the copy class. Set the line-height property to
1.25 em to aid the legibility of the text.

2. Set the text-indent property to 2 em to set an indent for each paragraph. The
style rule follows:
text-indent: 2em;}

.copy {line-height: 1.25em;

3. Locate the <p> elements that contain the body copy.
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4. Add class attributes to the <p> elements and specify “copy” as the attribute
value, as shown in the following sample paragraph:

<p class="copy">Style sheets accomplish the separation of
content and style that is integral to the open nature of
data on the web. Currently, web page code mixes both
document structure information and browser-based

display properties, limiting the cross-platform
compatibility of the content.</p>

Adding a small caps Span

The final style to add is a <span> element that contains the first few words of the arti-
cle.You will use the font-variant property to set the words in small capitals.
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To style the banner class:

1. Locate the first few words in the first paragraph of the article, as shown in the
following code:

<p class="copy">Cascading Style Sheets (CSS) is a style
language for the web. It uses common printing and
display terminology to allow HTML and XML authors
control over the way web pages look.</p>

2. Add the <span> element around the selected words, as shown in the
following code:

<p class="copy"><span>Cascading Style Sheets (CSS)</span>
is a style language for the web. It uses common

printing and display terminology to allow HTML and XML
authors control over the way web pages look.</p>

3. Add the style rule in a style attribute to the <span> element. Set the font-
variant property to small caps, as shown below:

<p class="copy"><span style="font-variant: small-caps;">

CHAPTER SUMMARY
